' Death of firs. J .  R. Downing.-.
The many-friends of Mra. John Down­

ing. .were painfully shocked on last1 Sun­
day to learn ot her doath which occurred 
at 2 p. m. on that day. Altho Mrs': 
Downing had been' in failing health1 for 
a number of yearsf her laat illneet"cover­
ed a period of only a few day*, death re­
sulting from a severe attack of asthma 
andtneuralgia, from which she 'was a 
chronic 8ufferor, and which was- aggra­
vated by a'severe cold contracted a 
week or so ago? • ' :-

Martha E . Long was born in. Miama 
county, Indiana, Feb. 25, 1832. ’ From 
there the family - moved to Illinois in 
1854. They had only lived in. their new 
home sixteen days when her father died, 
at the age of 27 years. In  '1870, she 
came to Iowa, making her home with 
her sister, Mr*. Dr. Morgan, in Dayton^ 
ville.

On Nov; 14,1872, sha-^was united in 
marriage to J. R . Downing, and since 
their marfiage, they have resided con- 
tinuoosly’ ia WelllBfn. Four children 
bleeaed'their uniohj'.two of whom passed 
away in infancy. *,The oldest, Charles 
R ., died May 23,18(79;.at the age of six 
years, 3 months, and 23 _ days. Clyde 
Everald died 18?8, .-aged,. 2 -years, 5 
months, and 27 days.. One' son, Dr. L . 
M. Downing, and one .daughter, Miss 
Gcrtrudo, are left with the bereaved 
husband to mourn tho lews of a loving 
wife and mother. She also leaves two 
aiaters, Mrs. Dr. Morgan and Mrs. J. K . 
Sanders, both residents of this place. 
Her only brother, Charles Long, paseed 
away at his home in Cuba, Illinois, over 
a year ago, at tho age of 63 years, Her 
mother died at the homo of Dr. Morgan 
in 1887, aged 64 years.

Many pages of commendation' might 
truthfully be written on tho lifo of the 
deceased, as she was a character of 
whom rnuoh good and no evil could be 
■aid. But sufllce it to say that hor 
deeds were always kind-hearted acts 
prompted by unsolQshneee, purity, and 
consideration for those to whom it was 
hor privilege to minister. Mrs. Down­
ing was a “home" woman, believing-that 
her Orst great duty lay at her own fire­
side, and finding her greatest joy în the 
performance of it and her sweetest 
pleasure in the society of her own house­
hold. She was a great reader of miscel­
laneous matter, storing her mind with 
many good and beautiful thoughts, 
gleaned from the world ot books.- She 
was also a strong Christian. Sho -was 
converted and united with tho 'M r E .  
church in 1887 and has since' proven 
herself a couaistent member. Altlio a 
woman to whom home and church dut­
ies appealed first, she was aware of the 
benefit* of the fraternal organizations, 
being an honored momber of the East­
ern Star and Rathbone Sisters of thia 
placo.

The funeral services wore held at the 
M. E . church, Tuesday, at 2 p. in., con­
ducted by Rev. W. L .  Clapp after which 
interment waa made beside her Uttla 
ones in ths Wasaonville cemetery.

"Jim m ie Morgan," who died in  .Warsaw, 
Russia , O jt: 1. Murphy w as a t tho bod- 
side of tho littlo ridor'when he died- and 
'it was at Morgan’s request th at he ro- 
mained in Russia long enough to secure 

'tho necessary governmental papers to 
bring tho body back to thia country. It 
noceasitated'u delay of eight weeks.
•*' M urphy lirii-fly relates his 1 dead 
friend’s exporiencos in tho saddle the 
past season1 “Jiin wns a g reat rider and 
considered tho peer, not ooly  of all tho 
foreigD riders,Init of moat of hia Yankee 
rivals.

“ Wo could gee hi* strength failing for 
’creeks toward the end, and begged him 
to-tako a rest, but lie- a lw ays laughed 
and said, ‘Why I  will be alivo  and rid­
ing raco horses when half of you fellows 
are dead and buried.’ ITo nover eoomed 
to realize that hia days were numbered, 
and rode with brilliant su ccess up to al­
most the hour of his death.”
,- Morgan’s great work in the saddle haa 
been attracting much attention in the 
sporting circles for many, yoars. For tho 
past two yoars, hi* otTorta havo beon 
put forth on tho Russian turf, whero 
among many other clovor achievements, 
was a victory in tho W arsaw  D erb j, a 
year ago last summer.

H arry  Morgan wns called, tho Indian 
bocauso of tho Indian blood inherited 
from his mother, who w as a full-blood 
Comancho. llu waa- proud- of hi* In­
dian blood and liked to.be roforred to aa 
a redskin.

Morgan' was much better odiicated 
than the average.jockey, being a great 
reader, and waa also conversant with 
several different language*. Tho liberal 
to a fault, ho was notai spend thrift, aud 
leaves an estate of: several thousand 
dollars, v Ho waa 31. years.of age.

H e had- long, suffered’ ~ from  consump­
tion, frequently having liemorrage of 
the lunga. It was a v io lent attack of 
hemorrage that -flaally- ended- J iis ex­
istence: Murphy left Ch icago  for Gales* 
burg with tha romains, laat Thursday,
